Vin Santo

Vin santo (Holy Wine) is a late-harvest wine from lItaly, generally Tuscany. It’s usually made from white
grapes, namely Trebbiano or Malvasia, that are semi-dried before being pressed and fermented; then
the wines are stored in small barrels for up to 10 years, usually in attics which turn hot and cold with the
seasons. Vin Santo is traditionally served with a prece of biscotti for “dunking”. This act 1s known to
bring out the nutty characters out of the wine.
